Description In this Subject, students develop additional skills around
patient assessment and the management of basic medical and trauma
conditions. Students also learn to work in clinical teams in a range

of environments and focus on the provision of person-centred care.
Students continue to explore the role and context of paramedicine
within the health system including existing and emerging paramedic
practice environments. Students will have the opportunity to practice
new and existing skills. Students become oriented to the out of hospital
setting during clinical placements in the community preparing them for
an emergency ambulance clinical placement in the following semester
